Safety data sheet for music stand lights

Product: music stand lights

Usage: Music stand lights are used to illuminate sheet music and other
documents on music stands. They are often used by musicians during
performances and rehearsals.

Materials:
Housing: metal (e.g. aluminum), plastic
Light source: LEDs or incandescent lamps
Cable: copper wire, plastic insulation (e.g. PVC, TPE)

Risks:
